NOTICE OF DECISION
For
Oak Grove Addition Lot A
Site Plan (SIT-13-03), Landscape Plan (PLN-13-07) and Administrative Variance (VAR-13-01)

The City of Oak Harbor has issued a Notice of Decision for a Project Permit as required by the
Regulatory Reform Act (RCW 36.70B.130) and the Oak Harbor Municipal Code (OHMC 18.20.390),
and has APPROVED, SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS, the following project:

Proponent: Mr. David Sherman, Island Associates, LLC, P.O. Box, Oak Harbor, WA 98277, on behalf
of the property owner, Alpine Village, Inc.

Location: The project site is located at 1771 SE 10" Avenue, Oak Harbor, WA 98277 (Parcel No. S7738-
06-00001-0).

Description of Proposal: The proposal is to construct a two-story, duplex residential structure on the site
with other improvements including driveways and landscaping. The residential structure will have either
three or four bedrooms, ranging in size from 1174 square feet to 1264 square feet, respectively. The units
will be attached by a common wall and each will have a single-car garage.

SEPA Decision: A SEPA Determination of Nonsignificance was issued on December 30, 2014. The
DNS was issued under WAC 197-11-340(2) with a comment period ending on January 20, 2015 and
fifteen day appeal period February 3, 2015.

Notice of Decision for Site Plan Review:
The submitted site plan, landscape plan and administrative variance are hereby approved, subject to the
conditions listed below:

1. The project shall be constructed in general conformance with that shown on sheets A0.0, A1.1,
Al.2, A6.1, and A6.2 (dated 12/2/14).

2. All of the mitigation measures identified in the applicant’s revised SEPA checklist (dated June
25, 2014) shall be implemented.

3. The project shall be constructed in conformance with the SEPA DNS dated December 30. 2014,

4. An Inadvertent Discovery Plan including training for the construction crew shall be prepared and
implemented prior to ground disturbing activities. The applicant shall hire a professional
archeological firm to conduct proper training of the crew on this matter.

5. Should archaeological materials (e.g. bones, shell, stone tolls, beads, ceramics, old bottles,
hearths, etc.) be observed during project activities, all work in the immediate vicinity shall stop
and the State Department of Archaeology and Historic Preservation (360-586-3065), the
Development Services Department (360-279-4510), and the affected Tribe(s) shall be contacted
immediately. If any human remains are observed, all work shall cease and the immediate area
secured. Local law enforcement, the Island County coroner (360-679-7358), State Physical
Anthropologist, the State Department of Archaeology and Historic Preservation (360-586-3065),
the Development Services Department (360-279-4510), and the affected Tribe(s) shall be
contacted immediately. Compliance with all applicable laws pertaining to archaeological



resources (RCW 27.53 and 27.44 and WAC 25-48) and human remains (RCW 68.50) is required.
Failure to comply with this requirement could constitute a Class C Felony.

6. Approval of the site plan, landscape plan and administrative variance does not constitute approval
of the required utilities. The applicant shall submit the necessary civil plans for separate review
and approval. Civil plan approval is required prior to the issuance of civil permits.

7. The applicant shall pay park and transportation impact fees applicable at the time of building
permit issuance (OHMC 3.63.030 and 3.63.065).

8. Submittal and approval of the landscape plan is subject to all applicable provisions of OHMC
19.46.

9. All required landscaping shall be installed prior to a certificate of occupancy being issued
(OHMC 19.46.130(1)).

10. A landscape maintenance bond shall be submitted to the City prior to the occupancy of the first
unit (OHMC 19.46.130).

Expiration and Extension of Approval

Per OHMC 19.48.120 the final approval of a site plan shall expire within two years of the date of
approval. The project permit expiration date is February 20, 2017. A single two-year extension may be
granted for good cause by the approval body which approved the original site plan.

Approval Limitations and Enforcement

Please note that this decision does not imply approval for any other City application, such as the building
permits or engineering plans that may be required for this approval. This decision is the City’s final
decision in the matter of the site plan, landscape plan and administrative variance only. Any violation of
the conditions of approval shall be considered a violation of the project permit and shall be subject to the
City’s code enforcement procedures (OHMC 19.48.190 and 19.48.200).

Appeals

Any appeals of this project decision must be filed within fourteen (14) calendar days from issuance of this
Notice of Decision. Appeals must be delivered to the Development Services Department by mail or
personal delivery during normal business hours by 5:00 pm, March 5, 2015, at City Hall, 865 SE
Barrington Drive, Oak Harbor, WA 98277. Appeals must be filed on the appropriate form and must be
accompanied by the applicable fee.
