Requirements for a Mobile Home Permit

1. If the Mobile Home was built prior to June 15, 1976, the owner must have a fire and life safety
inspection completed by the Department of Labor and Industries prior to submitting a mobile
home permit application.

2. Submit 2 sets of plot plans drawn to scale (1" = 20’). Show all 3’ X 3’ landings outside all exterior
doors, elevation views of all decks, show the size of decking, joists, beams, posts, and pier blocks
buried 12” below grade.

3. Show setbacks dimensions from property lines to all structures on the lot that are over 30” above
grade. The minimum setbacks are 5’ on both sides and rear of mobile home and 4’ in the front.
No deck or awning more than 30" inches in height may intrude into these setbacks.

Inspections Required

1. New Homes — Must be installed according to the home manufacturer’s instructions or the specific
instructions of an engineer or architect licensed in Washington State. When an aspect of the
installation is not covered by either the manufacturer’s installation instructions or the instructions
of a licensed engineer or architect, the installation shall comply with the requirements of WAC
269-1501-0310.

2. Relocated Homes - If the home manufacturer original installations are unavailable, relocated
homes may be installed according to the specifications of the American National Standards
Institute (ANSI) A225.1 or the specific instructions of an engineer or architect licensed in
Washington State.
